A Word From Pastor Lee  
The Small Catechism 

 
 This past September, I began instructing a wonderful group of seventh graders 
about the basic teachings of the Christian faith in Confirmation. In order to help us            
understand the Christian faith, God used a man named Martin Luther to write a book called 
the Small Catechism. This book, which was published in 1529 was meant for families to be 
able to better understand what is taught in the Bible. In fact, all throughout the small          
catechism, you will find hints from Luther as to whom he was writing. For example, you 
will find the frequent phrase, ñAs the head of the family should teach them in a simple 
way to his household.ò You will also find the question, ñWhat does this mean?ò Notice 
that Luther was very much aware that children ask questions. That is why Luther           
designed the small catechism (or book of teaching) in order to follow the pattern of questions and then answers, with 
Scriptural support. In other words, the answers that he came up with are right from the Bible. He wasnôt just making 
them up. 
 
 In this article, I am continuing with looking at the Introduction to the Small Catechism. Last month, we         
discovered what the Christian faith is all about. It is confessing or saying yes to Jesus Christ being the worldôs only 
Savior and Redeemer. In this article, we will continue exploring this further. 
 Page 43 of the 2017 edition of Lutherôs Small Catechism, with Explanation, says: 

ñ2. Who is Jesus Christ? 
 

 Jesus is true God and true man in one person. He is the eternal Son of the Father, conceived by the Holy  
Spirit and born of the Virgin Mary to be our Savior and Lord. This God who became flesh in the person of the Son, 
Jesus Christ, is the only true God, the Holy Trinity: Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. 
 
4 John 17:3 This is eternal life, that they know You, the only true God, and Jesus Christ whom You have sent. 
5. Matthew 28:19 Go therefore and make disciples of all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of 

the Son and of the Holy Spirit. 
 

Note: In Matthew 3:13-17, we hear the Fatherôs voice as He pours out the Holy Spirit on Jesus at His Baptism.ò 
As we have seen from Luther, he uses the same language that we use every time we have worship. Right      

before the sermon we always ñconfessò or say yes to what we believe, to the faith that we have been given. Together 
we confess the Apostlesô Creed and Luther uses similar words to describe exactly Who Jesus is. As difficult as it is 
to wrap our brains around Jesus, Who is true God, became flesh! This is what we call His incarnation. The            
incarnation of Jesus means that He took on flesh, becoming human. Therefore, Jesus is both true God and true man 
in one person. This taking on of flesh is what we are preparing to remember, celebrate, reflect, and prepare for in the 
coming season of Advent. Isnôt it amazing that God loves you and me so much that He decided to send His One and 
Only Son, Jesus, to be incarnate and then to suffer and die for our forgiveness? It is hard to imagine that kind of deep 
love and sacrifice and yet it happened. Jesus has died for you and for me. He has paid the price for our sins. He has 
defeated sin, death, and the devil, and is our ñEmmanuel,ò our ñGod with us.ò 

 
Next month, we will be learning about what this God has done for us. Until then, I will leave you with a       

resource that is for you and your families to help you prepare for the season of Advent. This is a link to a ñkids in the 
Divine serviceò booklet that you can do with your children: https://files.lcms.org/file/preview/
t6njEKqxqQu3iUGMtHpgo30bMB3ZMCqc? 

 
It answers questions like, ñWhat is Advent?ò and ñWhy do we celebrate Advent?ò It even provides simple 

answers and graphics which explain the Advent wreath. There are four pages to it so that, starting on November 27, 
you can begin to work through them. I would encourage you to do this as a family, maybe you can do it after dinner. 
I can tell you from experience that having dinner at the table, combined with prayer, is the best time for connecting 
with your children. You can eat, pray, and share together. God bless you all.
